PERFORMANCE HIGHLIGHTS OF 2009-10
· Despite Global meltdown and slow Export/Import business in the international market, Paradip Port has handled an all time record traffic of 57.01 million tones during the year 2009-10 surpassing the previous year record of 46.41 million tones handled during 2008-09 registering a growth of 22.84% over the previous year. 
· Paradip Port has achieved the highest growth rate amongst all the Major Ports in traffic handling during the year 2009-10.

· Paradip Port’s Position has improved to 5th position from earlier 8th position amongst the Major Ports in terms of volume of traffic handled.

· The traffic handled at this port during the last six years has more than doubled, as given below.

Paradip Port has handled 57.01 Million tones of traffic in this fiscal year with a growth rate of 22.84% as compared to 5.74% average growth of all Major Ports during the year 2009-10.

A record quantity of 5.57 million tones of cargo was handled during the month of Jan’2010 surpassing the previous record of 5.22 million tones handled during Dec’09.

A record quantity of 7, 51,792 metric tones of Iron Ore was handled during the month of Jan’2010 surpassing the previous record of 7, 44,669 metric tones handled during March, 06.

A record quantity of 6.83 Million tones of Iron Ore was handled mechanically in the Iron Ore Handling Plant during the year 2009-10 surpassing the previous record of 5.84 Million tones in the year 2008-09.
Financial Performance

There was a substantial improvement in the financial performance of the Port during the year 2009-10. Port has made an operating income of Rs. 786.41 crores during 2009-10 as against Rs. 696.71 crores in the year 2008-09. Similarly the operating expenditure of the Port during the current financial year comes to Rs. 409.17 crores as against Rs.358.17 crores during last year.
RECENTLY COMPLETED PROJECTS
1. One RO-RO Jetty for handling of Project Cargo at an estimated cost of Rs. 4.83 crores has been commissioned on 31/03/2010. 

2. One berth of 160 Metres has been constructed for berthing of IOCL vessels. 
3. Another berth of 108 Metres for berthing of Coast Guard Vessels has been constructed in view of increased security measures taken up by the Coast Guard.  
4. Development, Operation and Maintenance of two Railway Sidings near Railway Station of Paradip Port.     

5. With a view to simplify transactions between Port and Port users, Paradip Port introduced Electronic Data Interchange system. Web based messages are being exchanged with users through the “Port Community System”. 

6. Port has initiated “Implementation of ERP” for computerization of all the activities of the port.

Mechanization and Modernization of the Berths


Port is in the process of modernizing and mechanizing all the existing berths in a phased manner. During the year 2009-10 the operations at the following two berths were mechanized.

8.  Connectivity Project

Four laning of Chandikhole – Paradip NH 5 A  

The 4-laning of the road from Chandikhole to Paradip (NH-5 A) executed by NHAI at an estimated cost of Rs. 442.00 crores has been completed in the month of December, 2009, for this project PPT has contributed equity of Rs. 40.00 crores.
ON-GOING PROJECTS

1.
Deepening of Channel

Paradip Port is undertaking the work of ‘Deepening of Channel’ at a cost of Rs.253.36 crores. The work has been awarded to Dredging Corporation of India who has commenced the work in June 2008. After deepening of channel, Port will be in a position to handle Cape size vessels (i.e. upto 1, 25,000 DWT). On completion of the project, the depth of the entrance channel and approach channel will be increased from 13.00 mtrs to 17.00 mtrs and 15.00 mtrs to 18.70 mtrs respectively. The likely date of completion of the project is June, 2010.
2.
Construction of New Berths
(a) Development of a new deep draught Iron ore berth on BOT basis through PPP mode to handle 10 MTPA of Iron Ore has been taken up. The concession agreement for this project has been signed on 01st July, 2009 with M/s Blue Water Iron Ore terminal Pvt. Ltd an SPV of Noble Group, Gammon India and MMTC. The construction work will commence soon.

(b) Development of a new deep draught coal berth on BOT basis through PPP mode to handle 10 MTPA of Coal has been taken up. The concession agreement for this project has been signed on 10th November, 2010 with M/s ESSAR Paradip Terminal Ltd. The construction work will commence soon.

(3)    Mechanization and Modernization of the Berths
(a) To increase the output at the Mechanized Iron Ore Handling Plant, Commissioning of two no. of Reclaimers of 3000 TPH Capacities is under progress and is likely to be commissioned by 2012.
(b)
To increase the output, mechanization of the CQ-3 berth has been taken up. The LOI has been issued on 11.03.2010. The project is likely to be completed in March, 2011 and will add 4 MTPA to the existing Port capacity.
   (4)     Connectivity Project
 (1)    New Railway Line between Haridaspur - Paradip.

Paradip Port has 10% equity in this project being executed by RVNL. The other companies having share in this project are Orissa Industrial Infrastructure Development Corporation (IDCO), Essel Mining & Industries Ltd., Rungta Mines Ltd., Jindal Steel and Power Ltd., Steel Authority of India Ltd., POSCO India Ltd., MSPL Ltd. On completion of the project, there will be considerable reduction of the distance from Bansapani to Paradip and the freight will be reduced by 50%. The work has already started and expected to be completed by June 2011.
FUTURE PROJECTS

(1)   
Construction of one multipurpose berth on BOT basis through PPP Mode to handle containers and other clean cargoes. This facility will add about 5 MTPA to the present capacity of the Port. The RFQ stage is over and price bids from the short listed bidders have been called for and will be opened on 30/04/2010. The likely date of completion of the project is March 2012.
(2)    
A proposal has been initiated to construct one Oil berth with a capacity of 10 MTPA at an estimated cost of Rs. 172.97 crores. The detailed engineering work is under progress. The tender notification will be issued soon. The likely date of completion of the project is March 2012. 
(3)
2nd Single Point Mooring in association with IOC will be set up at Paradip for handling of their Very Large Crude Carriers [VLCCs] by March, 2012. This will add about 15 Million tons of cargo to the present volume. 

(4)
Paradip Port has initiated the project “Construction of an Island Breakwater” with berthing facilities on the lee side of the breakwater. For this, preparation of DPR, EIA study and detailed engineering work is under tendering stage. The estimated cost of the project is Rs. 800 Crores.   
(5)
Paradip Port has initiated the project “Construction of Western Dock System” for construction of 6 nos. of berths. Preparation of DPR, EIA study and detailed engineering work is under progress. The estimated cost of the project is Rs. 2000 Crores.
