PARADIP PORT TRUST TO HAVE A CAPACITY OF 237 MILLION TONNES

 BY END OF 2020

Paradip Port is celebrating Golden Jubilee year from 3rd January, 2011 to 3rd January, 2012. 


Paradip Port has the capacity of 76 million tonnes as on 31.03.2011. According to the Chairman, PPT during the Press Conference held at Bhubaneswar on 03.04.2011, the Port will have 237 million tonnes capacity by the year ending 2020. The main additions in the capacity include 22 million tonnes for oil by IOC through SPMs, 75 million tonnes for Iron Ore and Coal in the Western Dock, 20 million tonnes for BOT Coal and Iron Ore berths, 20 million tonnes for LNG terminal & POL in addition to one Oil Jetty and Multipurpose Berth which will have 15 million tonnes capacity. The Port is also planning to undertake massive dredging work to facilitate handling of 1,25,000 DWT size vessels by dredging the channels, basins, entrance channel, turning circle etc.


During the year 2010-11 the Port achieved traffic of 56.03 million tonnes as against the previous year’s traffic of 57.01 million tonnes and target of 63 million tonnes.


The Chairman mentioned that there is a shortfall of 2.31 million tonnes of Iron Ore and 1.54 million tonnes of Thermal Coal exports. While all other cargos have shown an increasing trend, these two are main cargos which have reduced and hence there is a shortfall in the cargo handling during the year 2010-11. 


The Chairman has emphasized more on infrastructure enhancement indicating that the enhancement of infrastructure is a buzzword for any Port.


In addition to the cargo handling capacity enhancement, the Port has taken up massive developmental projects in residential colonies, roads, railway, electrification, water supply etc. The Port has also appointed a Consultant for having water supply directly from Cuttack to Paradip. Special emphasis is being given to ensure better living of the Port employees and general public within the Port area by way of repair & maintenance of houses, roads and drains inside colony areas.


The Port has also signed a MoU with Paradip Municipality for maintenance of the Port town. As per the MoU, Municipality will maintain all the roads, control mosquito nuisance and provide civic amenities in some specified areas. 
On behalf of Paradip Port Trust, Chairman expressed his gratitude to Hon’ble Chief Minister, Orissa, Hon’ble Minister of Shipping, Govt. of India, Hon’ble Trustees, Port Users, Trade Unions, all the employees, District Administration and all other stakeholders who are connected directly or indirectly for their valuable contribution for all round development of the Port.
