Commercial operation is expected to start by 11/04/2019.
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(b) Development of a new Multipurpose Berth of 5 MTPA capacity to handle clean cargo
including containers has beentaken up on the southern side of the port. The length of the
berth is 450 meters and will be dredged to (-) 17.1 m. Concession Agreement has been
signed with Paradip International Cargo Terminal Pvt. Lid. (PICTPL) on 07.03.2015 at
11.044% revenue share to the Port. Award of Concession has beenissuedto PICTPLon
04.04.2016. . Commercial operation is expected to start by 03/04/2013.

{c) Development of Deep Draft Coal Berth on BOT bass at Paradip port Trust with an
estimated cost of 656 Crores of 10 MTPA capacity. Letter of Award has been issued in
favour of Consortium of Kakinada Seaports Limited - Bothra Shipping Services Pvt. Ltd.
- Ripley & Co. Stevedoring & Handling Pvt.Ltd. on 19.04.2017 with a revenue share of
36.53 percentage to Paradip Port trust.

Mechanization of EQ1 to EQ3 berths of 30 MTPA capacity at Paradip Port on BOT basis has
been taken up. This project is envisaged to modernize and mechanize these berths to export
thermal coal for coastal movements. Letter of Award (LoA) has been issued in favour of JSW
infrastructure Lid.-South West Port Lid.(Consortium) on 29.02.2016 with a revenue share of
31.70% to Paradip Port Trust.

Ajoint venture company has been formed to take up this new project. Rail Vikash Nigam Ltd.
is taking up construction of this railway link between Haridaspur and Paradip which is of 82
Kilometers length at an estimated cost of Rs. 598.00 crores. The Shareholders Agreement
between RVNL, Orissa Industrial Infrastructure Development Corporation (IDCQ), Paradip
Port Trust, Essel Mining & Industries Ltd., Rungta Mines Ltd., Jindal Steel and Power Ltd.,
Steel Authority of India Ltd., MSPL Ltd. was signed on 11th October 2006. PPT's equity in this
project is 10.58%. On completion of the project, there will be considerable reduction of the
distance from Bansapani to Paradip and the freight will be reduced by 50%. The work is in
progress & is expected to be completed by September 2018.

Two (02) Nos of HMCs have beeninstalled in MPB by private operators.
The 1st phase of IWT has been commissioned with deployment of 2 Nos. of HMCs.

RFID system has been commissioned with effect from 25th September 2016.
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In accordance with the instructions contained in the letter No.PR-24021/20/2005-PG,
Did.01.08.2005 of Govt. of India, Ministry of Shipping, read with the provision of Section-5 (2) of
Right to Information Act, 2005, 08 (Eight) Dy. Heads of Departments and other 08 (Eight)
officers of Port Trust below the rank of Dy. Heads of Departments have been designated as
Central Public Information Officer and Central Asst. Public Information Officer respectively.
Secretary, Paradip Port Trust has been appointed as 1st Appellate Authority under the Right to
Information Act, 2005.

The records and commands available in each Department have been listed and classified in 02
(two) categories i.e. general and classified. The confidential documents are classified
documents. As per provisions contained in the Right to Information Act, 2005, copies of existing
Rules, Regulations, Schemes operating at this Port along with other related information
including the particulars of Port employees, have been made available at Reception Centre at
Administrative building main gate, office of the Public Information Officers, Library-cum-
Reading Room in the Employee's Recreation Club, Officers Club, Port Club, Dock Workers
Recreation Club, Visitors Hall near Gate No.4 and Atharabanki Gate for reference of general
public.
